In this case, we want the “CDs” button with the white text to be replaced by the “CDs” button
with the black text.

The MallImg2 variable is passed to the image over function, along with the number 4.
The MallImg2 variable tells the function which <img> tag is being referred to (i.e. this
<img> tag, named MallImg2). The number 4 indicates that the image is to be set to the 4™
image in the image array. The 4" image in the array is menucds2.jog (if you look at the
codebasem.js file in WordPad you will see how the array has been defined). So when the
mouse arrow is moved over the menu button menucds?.jpg, the source of the image is
changed by the image over function to menucds2.jpg.

The image out function changes the button image back to the original one when the
mouse arrow is moved off the button, i.e. the image source is set to menucds1.jpg. So, to
visualize this whole process:

image over (MalllImgz, 4)
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image out (MallImg2, 3)
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As the <img> tag is enclosed within the <a>. .. .</a> tags, when the image is clicked the

“CDs” webpage will open (pinkfloyd-cds.htm). The <br> tags at the end of this section of
HTML add line breaks (carriage returns) to create space between each button in turn. As
the font size has been set to 8 pixels, a space of 8 pixels will exist between this menu button
and the next.

The other buttons are defined in a similar manner. Each button has a different name
(MallImg3, MallImg4, etc) to distinguish it from the other buttons and hence enable the
Javascript functions to work correctly. Each time the image over or image out function
is called, the button image is replaced by the other associated button image in the image
array.

Stage 5: Adding the Search Box

Now close down the index-stage4.htm file and open the index-stageb.htm file in your web
browser, and in WordPad. You will notice that at the top of the eBay widget there is now a
search box, with some introductory text in white. A search box will allow the user of the
website to perform a search for items related to Pink Floyd. For example, someone could
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
